Clark County zoned it as a campground, and no children will be allowed to live there. They hope to have it ready by 2027. The estimated cost will be between $500,000 and $600,000.00. Mr. Reed owns the land where the tiny houses will be built, and the project is funded by donations only, mostly from churches.
